Custody

Physical Custody
· The right to make decisions about the routine day-to-day activities of the child(ren) and where the child(ren) lives. 
· Physical custody can be sole (to one parent only) or joint (to both parents).
· Joint physical custody means that the child shares time between the parents. The schedule doesn’t have to be equal for physical custody to be considered “joint.” Parenting time is what controls how much time the child spends with each parent.

Legal Custody
· The right to make important decisions for the child, including decisions about education, health care, and religion. 
· Legal custody can be sole (to one parent only) or joint (to both parents). 
· Joint legal custody means that both parents have equal rights and duties in making these major decisions. If parents share joint legal custody, they need to agree when major decisions are made. This is the most common arrangement and is generally what the Court will order.
